In March she launched a formal
review — making clear that there would be no
no-go areas for scrutiny. She even
questioned whether the Lottery distributors
were the best vehicles for getting the money
out to where it should go.

The next few months will prove vital in
shaping the future of the National Lottery as
a funding source. Details of the review will
be out for consultation and debates will no
doubt ensue on all levels.
